Dr. Luke:  General information regarding vaccines

Once you have had two shots of the mumps, measles, rubella, they are not given as an adult.  However, DT, or diptheria and tetanus, are given regularly, every ten years or so.  That is the thing about vaccines, there is not one rule for all vaccines; every vaccine varies on what is needed to provide protection to the body."
